TELLUS IN ADVANCE ABOUTYOUR LIGHT

Students must inform the school of the details of their arrival in
Valencia, (day, time, flight number and mobile phone of the student), at
least one week in advance. This information is very important so that we
can organize your arrival at the accommodation and/or the airport pick-
up service in case it has been hired.

Students must arrive at the accommodation on Sunday before the start
of the course and before 20:00h. In case of arrival after 20:00h
the student will need fo hire the airport service pickup.

COURSE SCHEDULE
